Objectives of Back to Basics:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Main objective of Back to Basics is to enhance student’s achievement at the Primary Level and Secondary Level i.e. (I to XII)
· In this process quality of teaching is a key factor i.e. affecting performance of the children

Process 
As and when we are teaching in our classes, we should focus on basic concepts in an inductive and inter related manner so that student learn new concept by constructing on previous learning (knowledge).
· We should follow spiral Learning
Assessment
· At the end of each chapter we should take test.
· At the end of each month we  are conducting LAT which include questions given Back to Basic book as well as intra question to assess our teaching.
· On the basis of LAT score levels of students to be decided  and report to be submitted in Principal Office.
OFFICE:
· The remedial teaching should be done to improve the level of students by targeting his/her weak area and record to be maintained.
· Monitoring tool to be completed and maintained in teacher’s diary itself.
· Names of the students (L-3) to be reviewed monthly. Progressive curve is expected.
Problems in implementation
· Completion of syllabus
· Remedial testing is time consuming. Student (L3) struck at one concept and leg behind in next topic.
· Absentism of L3 students during remedial test.
